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 In this weekôs readings there are twenty-two or more references to food.  Nourishment and  
hunger -- a common human reality.  Have you ever thought of the faith community as a place of 
nourishment?  I hope so.  The presence of families and individuals together is nourishment, and 
most important, the risen Christ present in the Eucharist feeds us as we gather around the table at 
liturgies.  When we are nourished and fed by the Bread of Life, Word, Worship and Community we 
can taste and see the goodness of the Lord. 
 
 There is a wonderful episode of Everybody Loves Raymond  where Raymond, who doesnôt want 
to go to Mass, asks Deborah why she bothers to go to church.  She responds something like: ñit 
nourishes me, it reminds me I am not alone, I thank God for the good things in my life, like you and 
the kids, and it sustains me from week to week . . . so I can put up with the likes of you and the kids!ò   
I think of that episode and I laugh.  It gives me great insight as to why my mother, a single parent, 
pushed and dragged my brother and me to Mass every single Sunday - no excuses!  Mass  
nourished Mom, it gave her strength for life; that nourishment allowed her to taste and see the  
goodness of the Lord, even in the most trying of circumstances.  My brother and I are grateful for 
Momôs introducing us to Godôs Love and God has taken it from there.  Todayôs world, oh my gosh -- 
parents -- need I say more!!!  It is hard to be Christian in the world today and especially difficult for 
parents.   I love seeing families at Mass ïgood for you for the extra effort it took to find the missing 
shoe, socks, arguments, etc. to get all ready to attend! 
 
 Why do we (Catholics) seem to keep God to ourselves when so many need to be fed in todayôs 
world?  We readily invite people to go out to share a meal, but drag our feet about sharing faith.   
Why not, like Wisdom in the reading from Proverbs, invite others to taste and see Godôs goodness?  
Invite someone to Mass, or bring them to a parish event.  All we really need to do is introduce  
someone to God and God will do the rest.  Letôs encourage others to consider the RCIA journey.  
The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is a beautiful journey that offers opportunities to  
explore and learn about the Catholic Church and our faith through instruction, group sharing,  
participation in rites/blessings, and reception of the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and  
Eucharist.   People interested in exploring the RCIA are invited to ñCrazy Catholics?? -- Curious 
about becoming Catholic?ò on September 20 from 1:00 ï 2:30pm in St. Patrickôs Church Hall in 
Owego. 
 
 Our gospel reminds us that Jesus is the living bread that came down from heaven; and whoever 
eats this bread will live forever.  Do I hear AMEN?  If so, letôs put feet to our faith and invite others to 
come taste and see how good God is!
