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  Isnôt it just like Jesus to scold the disciples so  
gently?  That behavior certainly canôt be ours!   
Disciples of Jesus would never maneuver for the best 
seat, would they?  The Son of Man came not to be 
served but to serve.  If we had ever wondered where 
Catholic guilt came from!  
 

  As I write this, I am preparing for the Diocesan  
Social Justice Ministry training that is being held at 
Stella Maris in Livonia.  I have never been there and 
am looking forward to seeing the camp.  (Fr. John  
often talked of it and his days as a life guard .)  The 
theme for the weekend is ñIn the Footsteps of Jesusò.   
I assume we will talk a bit about being a servant. 
 

  Our parish Social Justice Committee is in the midst 
of their Work of Human Hands sales.  It will be on site 
at St. John and St. Margaret Mary this weekend.  We 
have already had the display at St. James and  
St. Patrick. Support of these sales is one way that we 
can help our brothers and sisters from poorer  
circumstances.  Our committee also provided support 
for the Food Bank of the Southern Tier and Catholic 
Charities mobile food give away at St. Margaret Mary 
in September.  The Apalachin Lions Club was there 
too.  May I say that I never saw food fly off the shelves 
like it did that day!  We also helped with a giveaway in 
July at St. Francis.  There will be an OXFAM soup  
supper at St. Johnôs on the Thursday before  
Thanksgiving.  St. James coordinates a free meal on 
the third Thursday of the month, we participate in the 
ACT meal in Owego and we are starting a free meal 
ñKindness Counts Kitchenó in Newark Valley.  These 
are some of the ways that our parish can address the 
issue of poverty both local and global.  The local food 
pantries are in serious need so we are hoping to  
expand the tradition of St. Pius X Church in the  
collection of food at mass as part of our offering to 
God.  Please encourage your children to carry the  
basket.  (see the article inside the bulletin). 
 

   
 

 In addition to works of charity, our Social Justice 
Committee is also committed to works of justice.  So 
many of the issues in our country and our world today 
seem way beyond our ability to do anything.  Issues 
include health care, immigration reform, climate 
change, war, respect for life issues and the list goes 
on.  Our works of justice include providing speakers, 
videos, presentations, education and petitions with a 
Catholic response.  In Advent, we have invited Sr. 
Janet Korn to come to our parish to speak on the topic 
of immigration.  We have selected this time of the year, 
because we remember that Mary and Joseph were 
forced to leave their home and live in a foreign land as 
aliens with their new infant son.  
 

  Our committee is now reading together the Bishops 
Pastoral letter The Challenge of Peace.   I am hoping 
our next discussion vehicle will be the Popeôs latest 
encyclical Caritas in Veritate. 
 

  òParishes are communities of faith, of action, 
and of hope.  We are called to be the òsalt of the 
earthó and òlight of the worldó in the words of the 
scriptures.  This task belongs to every believer  
and every parish.  It cannot be assigned to a few 
and or simply delegated to diocesan or national  
structures.  The pursuit of justice and peace is  
an essential part of what makes a parish  
Catholic.ó  (from Communities of Salt and Light.)   If you feel 
called to join in these or other tasks of charity & justice, 
as a believer, please join us in our work as servants.

Flu Guidelines  

 As you know, there's been a lot in the news media of late about the flu. 
As has always been the case if you or members of your family are  
coughing, sneezing or otherwise ill, it is a good idea to stay home from  
Mass to recuperate and so as not to infect others. Likewise, you should 
not drink from the cup during Holy Communion if you are sick; remember 
that we receive the whole Christ, "body, blood, soul and divinity" when we 
receive of the Eucharist in either form. Receiving the Precious Blood by 
intinction (dipping the host in the chalice) is not a permissible way of  
receiving.  During the Sign of Peace, you can offer a smile and little bow 
rather than a handshake if you feel under the weather or feel especially 
vulnerable, just as you can choose to refrain from holding hands during the 
Our Father from similar concerns. For our part, we'll be monitoring the 
situation in our area carefully through health advisories, and we'll adjust 
our practices as a faith community when and if necessary.
