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 Today is the First Sunday of Advent.  Today is also the First Sunday of the Churchôs New  
Liturgical Year, ñYear C.ò   
 
 Advent comes from the Latin óAdventusô which means ócomingô.  The óComingô of Advent of 
course is Jesus Christ as Lord, Savior, and Redeemer.  It is a time of penance, fasting, and alms 
giving.  It is a time of the year during which the Church requires the faithful to prepare for the 
celebration of the feast of Christmas, the anniversary of the birth of Jesus.   
 
 The length and requirements of Advent over the history of the church have varied greatly.  At one 
time it was practiced by the clergy and laity, while at others it was practiced only by the clergy and  
at other times only by the clergy and at other times only by Monks in their monasteries.  Several 
councils addressed the practice of Advent, and concluded that all of the faithful needed to participate 
in this time of preparation.   
 
 Today we begin the Sunday Mass readings for Liturgical Year C.  So, today is the Churchôs  
ñNew Yearôs Day.ò  How often have you made ñNew Yearôs resolutions?  Advent is also a time of 
resolutions!  We are doing penance ï giving up something, fasting ï again by giving up eating  
certain foods, drinks, etc. and by participating in various liturgical activities (saying additional  
rosaries, attending daily mass, or saying other prayers). 
   
 When I mentioned that I had the Bulletin Cover article for the first Sunday of Advent to Johanna,  
it struck her that we should treat the First Sunday of Advent as a New Yearôs Day.  We needed to 
examine our óspiritual lifeô over the past year, and make a set of resolutions, not just for Advent, but 
for the coming liturgical year.   
 
 So, as we begin this first day of Advent and Year C, let us make some resolutions for Advent 
which we can continue throughout the coming liturgical year.  Maybe you can make it to Mass nearly 
every day during Advent, but not the rest of the year.  Could you possibly make it to daily Mass once 
or twice a week for the rest of the year?  Maybe you could spend 1 hour a day before the Blessed 
Sacrament during Advent.  Could you possibly spend 1 hour or ½ an hour once or twice a week for 
the rest of the year?  Could you possibly visit a shut-in just once a week during Advent, and maybe 
once every other week for the rest of the year?  Could you be more patient with those at home and/
or at work, smile at those in the store, or get something off of a high or low shelf for someone in the 
grocery store? 
 
 Anything you can possibly do which you are not currently doing, over the course of the year,  
cumulatively will become something very large which will not only have a major impact on the  
spiritual life of our parish, but on our diocese, our country and the world.
