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 Sunday is the Lordôs Day.  It was on Sunday 
that the Lord conquered sin and death and rose 
to new life.  Sunday is the day that we, Christôs 
faithful, should come together into one place so 
that, by hearing the word of God and taking part 
in the Eucharist, we may call to mind the passion, 
the resurrection, and the glorification of the Lord 
Jesus.  We are called to gather by God to  
manifest the Church, we are presided over by a 
priest who acts in the person of Christ and 
through the celebration of the Liturgy of the Word 
we are instructed and through the celebration of 
the Liturgy of Eucharist we participate in the very 
sacrifice of Christ.  What happens when we 
canôt? 
  

 Sunday Celebrations in the Absence of a 
Priest (SCAP) is the approved resource we may 
use under the direction of our bishop.  Happily, 
this is something we do not have to deal with on 
a regular basis as in mission territories or  
priest-less parishes but it is something we have 
to deal with in an emergency such as we just  
experienced because of Fr. Afoakwahôs  
automobile accident.  
  

 Whenever and wherever Mass cannot be 
celebrated on Sunday, the first thing to be  
ascertained is whether the faithful can go to 
church in a place nearby to participate there in 
the Eucharistic mystery.  The SCAP is not to be 
regarded as the ideal solution or a surrender to 
convenience.  Because of the emphasis on  
Sunday as the Lordôs Day, SCAP should be held 
on Sunday.  Only one liturgical assembly of this 
kind should be held in a site on a given Sunday.  
One should not be held in a location where Mass 
has been celebrated that weekend.  Given those 
parameters, vigil masses (Saturday evening) 
would not qualify.  It may not convenient - but the 
faithful are able to come back again on Sunday 
morning.   
  

 The bishop ensures that the ñleadersò of the 
celebration are properly instructed and that these 
celebrations are carried out correctly.  As a  
minister of the word, the deacon is called in a 

special way to lead these Sunday assemblies.  
Since the deacon has been ordained for the  
nurture and increase of the People of God, it  
belongs to him to lead the prayers, to proclaim 
the Gospel , to preach the homily, and to give 
Holy Communion.  When a deacon is available, 
he leads the celebration.  The bishop may also 
appoint lay persons to lead these celebrations.  
These appointments are made by the bishop for 
a definite time and these leaders should receive 
suitable and continuous instruction to assure  
worthy celebrations.  
  

 Our celebration begins without a procession.  
The deacon or lay leader of prayer will stand at a 
place other than behind the altar or at the chair 
designated for the priest and begins.  Three 
forms of celebration are available to us: morning 
prayer, evening prayer or a Liturgy of the Word.  
All three may include communion if there is 
enough reserved.  Our parish will follow the  
Liturgy of the Word outline.  This would allow the 
faithful to follow the cycle of the liturgical year and 
pray and listen to the Word of God in communion 
with the other communities of the Church.   
Communion is distributed if possible and then all 
facing in the same direction praise the glory and 
mercy of God in an Act of Thanksgiving.  
óAnnouncements and the collection of monetary 
offerings follow, then our celebration ends with an 
invitation to pray for vocations, a blessing and a 
sign of peace. 
  

 I have taken most of the above directly (or 
paraphrased) from the book of Sunday  
Celebrations in the Absence of a Priest prepared 
by the Committee on the Liturgy of the United 
States Conference of Catholic Bishops.  I pray for 
a quick recovery for Fr. Afoakwah, I know that 
God is with him to give him strength.  I continue 
to pray for sufficient priests to serve our parishes 
and communities.

Flu Guidelines  

 As you know, there's been a lot in the news media of  
late about the flu. As has always been the case if you or 
members of your family are coughing, sneezing or otherwise 
ill, it is a good idea to stay home from  Mass to recuperate 
and so as not to infect others. Likewise, you should not drink 
from the cup during Holy Communion if you are sick;  
remember that we receive the whole Christ, "body, blood, 
soul and divinity" when we receive of the Eucharist in either 
form. Receiving the Precious Blood by intinction (dipping the 
host in the chalice) is not a permissible way of receiving.  
During the Sign of Peace, you can offer a smile and little bow 
rather than a handshake if you feel under the weather or feel 
especially vulnerable, just as you can choose to refrain from 
holding hands during the Our Father from similar concerns. 
For our part, we'll be monitoring the situation in our area 
carefully through health advisories, and we'll adjust our  
practices as a faith community when and if necessary.
