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A Reflection

This past week marked my fourth full
webdbve accomplished in that ti me. I
reflect on some of the highlights of my tenure.

Financials: When | took this position, Blessed Trinity was spending $100,000 more per year than
was sustainable and, if this continued, it would have quickly depleted the investments account.
Meanwhile, St. Patrick, which had less financial resources, was just scraping by due to the financial
support needed to operate the school. Thanks to lots of hard work, cutting costs and realigning

staff as well as your increased giving, Blessed Trinity is operating within a few thousand dollars of

a balanced budget and St. Patrick is able to rebuild its severely depleted savings accounts. Both
pari shes are on strong financial footing
without your strong support.

Facilities: In the past three years we have sold/leased three buildings which has substantially
reduced our operating expenses. What is amazing is that, despite the worse real estate crisis since
the great depression, we were able to sell these buildings at the high end of their appraised value
without the added cost of real estate agents. This has saved the parish thousands of dollars in
costs.

Building and Grounds:  We have replaced our three oldest boilers with new ultra-efficient models
which will substantially cut the heating bills. A newly renovated kitchen at St. Patrick will make it
much more functional for events. The St. James stained glass windows are nearly fully restored.
Roofs have been replaced, leaky faucets have been fixed, all the toilets are working properly. Much
work has been done to maintain each site, thanks to your generous support of the parish.
