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  Fifteen seconds, a forth of a minute, that quickly an earthquake ended the lives of so many of the people of Haiti 
and changed the lives of millions of more forever. It makes us all aware of the fragile balance of life we deal with each day.   
Just driving down the road, a momentary distraction or a spot of black ice might cause an accident that could take our life 
or change it forever.  Father Afoakwah became all too aware of that last month.  Since then he has said he appreciates the 
gift of life evermore.  Not just the gift of years, or the gift of days, but the gift of each moment of life. 
  Each moment of life is truly a gift from God, a gift that is so easily taken for granted.  God wants us to live each 
moment in Godôs love and wants us to realize that we are never alone as we face the struggles, the joys, the heartaches, 
and the celebrations of life, for God is with us at every moment.  One way that helps us to realize that God is with us at 
every moment is to regularly spend some special time with God.  Spending time in prayer before the Blessed Sacrament is 
a special way of opening our hearts to the Lord.  Praying before the Real presence of Christ in the Eucharist can help us to 
become aware of the blessings that God graces us with each day. 
  In our parishes we have several opportunities for prayer before the Blessed Sacrament.  At St. Patrick we have 
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, recitation of the Rosary and Benediction at 11:30 a.m. on the First Friday of the 
month.  At. St. James we also have Exposition, a holy hour and Benediction after the 8:30 a.m. Mass on first Fridays.  At 
St. John, Newark Valley, we have Exposition and a holy hour with Morning Prayer, the Rosary and Benediction at 9:30 
a.m. on the first Saturday of the month.  At St. Margaret Mary there has been a Nocturnal Adoration Society since June of 
1993.  Currently, on the third weekend of the month, starting at 7:00p.m.Saturday night and ending at 1:00 a.m. Sunday, 
the members of the Nocturnal Adoration Society spend one hour in prayer before the Blessed Sacrament. If you would like 
to join the Nocturnal Adoration Society at St. Margaret Mary, please call Ed Syryca at 625-3342.   Also, the Valley churches 
in the Waverly/Sayre area have a perpetual Adoration at Epiphany Church in Sayre and also are looking for new members. 
  Ed Syryca, who helped start the Nocturnal Adoration at St. Margaret Mary, wrote the following regarding spending 
an hour of adoration with the Lord. 
 

  Many people have asked me what do you do during an hour of adoration.  There are many options ï bible reading, 
  saying the Rosary, using the books for adoration, meditation, praying out loud or silently, or spending quiet time to  
  allow the Lord to talk to you.  The hour consists of thanking the Lord for blessings received, praising Our Lord and  
  God, and petitioning God for the things that we really need for ourselves, our family, our friends, our faith  
  community and our world.  The Holy Hour is an exercise of love and so our Lord says, óCome ï wonôt you spend an 
  hour with me?  I want to change your heart, that your heart may be just like mine.ô 
  Over the past few years, five of the Nocturnalists at St. Margaret Mary have passed on to their eternal reward.    
  They are Dick Carmody, Etta Cardinale, John Lazo, Harry Stoke and Gene Barno.  For all of us who knew one or  
  all of these individuals, wasnôt there something special about them?  Maybe you felt something from a firm hand 
  shake, a warm smile, a big hug, a sudden burst of laughter, and quite possible standing together sharing a tear or  
  two over the loss of a friend or loved one.  But what was it that was so special about them?  Could it have been the 
  Heart of Jesus shining forth from within them? 
 

  The rewards of spending time with the Lord before the Blessed Sacrament are many.   As the Holy Spirit helps to 
transform our hearts, God fills us with the special inner feeling of love, joy, peace, patience, kindness and humility. 
  I encourage you to make a decision to spend special time with the Lord in prayer each day, and to take time to pray 
before the Blessed Sacrament.  The Blessed Sacrament Chapel at St. Margaret Mary is open 24 hours a day 7 days a 
week, and St. Patrick Church and St. James Church are open during the day.  Come and spend some moments with the 
Lord in prayer, if you do you might begin to realize more completely that God is with you each moment of your life. 
  Deacon George Welch will be visiting our parishes to give instructions on Lectio Divina; a wonderful way to spend 
time with the Lord in prayer through Scripture.  He will be preaching at some of the weekend Masses in February and  
having sessions at the churches to experience Lectio Divina.  This experience will help set the stage for our Lenten  
program, Being in Love with God, in which we will use the process of Lectio Divina to reflect on the Sunday Scriptures in 
small sharing groups.  I hope you all take this opportunity to be touched by the Loving Heart of Jesus.
