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Public Policy Weekend  
We are one family under God  

  Next weekend is our opportunity to join with other U. S. Catholics to weigh in on issues of  
national or state public policy.  In the past few years we have considered such issues as the  
expansion of health care for children and the rejection of ñembryonicò stem cell research.  For  
most of us, these were easy issues to evaluate.  Who doesnôt want children who need medical care 
to receive it?  Who wants to harm a child?  Not many of us would willingly harm a living human  
being.  The issue that is being discussed this year may be more challenging for us:  Comprehensive 
immigration reform.   
 
  How our country needs to respond to undocumented workers / illegal immigrants is a hot topic 
and one that often leads to heated discussion and harsh words.   From the first social encyclical,  
Rerum Novarum, written by Pope Leo XIII, to Pope Benedict XVIôs, Caritas in Veritate, Catholics are 
called to defend the dignity of the human person and support every personôs right to work and  
support their families.  The motivations pushing immigrants to risk unauthorized entry into America 
are varied, but most come with the hope of reuniting with family members already here or to find 
work that will provide support for their family back home. 
 

The postcards that we are being asked to sign read as follows: 
 

Dear Senator / Representative:  
 
I am a concerned constituent and agree with the U. S. Catholic Bishops  
that the U.S. immigration system is broken and is in need of repair.  
 
I ask that this year you support immigration reform legislation that keeps  
immigrant families together, adopts smart and humane enforcement policies,  
and ensures that immigrants without legal status register with the government and 
begin a path toward citizenship.  Our families and communities cannot wait!  
 

  So if you are able, I would ask you to sign the postcards next weekend at one of the parish 
coffee hours. The cards will be collected with all the postcards of our diocese and taken to  
Washington, D.C. 
 
  If you are not able to complete one, I would encourage you to read more about this  
challenging issue.  We are all concerned for the security of our nation and our families and yet we 
need to look at these issues with the eyes of Christ.  Websites for more information include:  
www.justiceforimmigrants.org and www.usccb.org/mrs.  You might also want to read the Bishops 
pastoral letter, ñStrangers No Longer, Together on the Journey of Hope.ò

March for Life 2010
