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  We began our forty-day Lenten journey to the glories of Easter on Wednesday.  The symbol of ashes that we  
received on our foreheads on Ash Wednesday was a reminder to us of our mortality and the call to repent, to turn away 
from sin and believe the Good News.  The season of Lent is a time for us to take stock of ourselves, a time to make a  
personal inventory of how we are responding to the call of the Lord to live a life of holiness as children of God.  The forty 
days of Lent can be a time of great personal and spiritual growth if we take the time to work on our relationship with God 
and with our brothers and sisters.  
 

  This week to help us in our personal and spiritual growth Deacon George Welch will be holding sessions to help us 
experience the process of Lectio Divina.  These special Lenten presentations are entitled ñBeing in Love with God.ò  There 
will be a session held in each of our four churches, some at noon, some in the evenings.  The complete schedule is listed 
inside this bulletin.  Each of the sessions will begin with a dish-to-share meal.   So begin Lent by sharing a meal and  
learning about Lectio Divina.  It will help you to spend time during Lent reading and reflecting and resting in the Word of 
God so that you will be empowered to respond to Godôs Word in your life.  Lectio Divina can not only help you in your  
personal prayer life this Lent, it will also help you to participate in the Lenten Discussion Groups.  The discussions groups 
begin this week so if you havenôt joined one yet do so today! 
 

  I encourage you to make some decisions as to how you might grow in your faith and in your relationship to God 
during Lent.  Some things to considering doing during Lent might be:  going to daily Mass, spending some time each day in 
personal prayer, visiting the church and praying before the Blessed Sacrament, taking time as a family to reflect on Bible 
stories or readings, praying together as a family or as a couple, learning more about injustices in the world and what you 
can do to address them, reaching out to a person in need, visiting a housebound parishioner or neighbor.  Pray about what 
you could do and ask the Holy Spirit to help you to discipline yourself to do it.  You might find that the discipline of Lent will 
fill your lives with many blessings and your Hearts with Peace. 
 

  Our parish Lenten alms giving program this year is Operation Rice Bowl. Rice Bowls are available at the churches.  
This Catholic Relief Services Lenten program helps people in developing countries to break the cycle of poverty by  
developing skills and means to provide for their families.   It is suggested that you put the Rice Bowl on your dining table at 
home and during Lent to set aside days to fast as a prayer sacrifice for the poor and hungry of the world.  The money that 
you would normally pay for a full meal you are encouraged to put into the Rice Bowl as a sacrificial gift.  If you give up 
items for Lent, such as candy, chocolate, desserts, movies, you are encouraged to give the money that you would spend 
on such items to the Rice Bowl.  At the end of Lent the Rice Bowl donations will be collected.  Catholic Relief Services will 
distribute 75% of the funds to address world hunger and 25% of the funds will come back to be used locally to help the 
various food cupboards in our region.  Please pray for the people this program assists and give your generous support. 
 

Lenten Prayer: 
  God of mercy, You have given us this special time to reflect on our lives, believe in the Good News and 
draw closer to You.  May this season of Lent help us use this time to fast and pray, to be more generous and show  
others how to live in Christ.  Let us see each day of this season as a new opportunity to renew our lives and gain a 
deeper appreciation of Your active presence in us and our community of faith. Give us the grace to see Your face 
in others, especially the poor and those who suffer.  And through your Spirit, enkindle in us the fire of Your love 
so that we may be better stewards of Your redeeming work throughout the world.   We ask this through Jesus, 
Your Son.  Amen.
