
   

ñTogether we will build an atmosphere of faith in which the fruit  
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  This weekend Lukeôs Gospel tells us about the Transfiguration of Jesus.  Peter, John, and 
James go with Jesus to the mountain to pray.  We are told that while Jesus was praying his face 
changed in appearance and his clothes became dazzling white. Moses and Elijah, appearing in 
Glory, were conversing with Jesus, and told him of the ñexodusò he was going to accomplish in  
Jerusalem.  On awakening (they fell asleep!) the three disciples saw what was happening.  Full of 
joy, Peter said to Jesus, ñMaster it is good that we are here; let us make three tents, one for you, one 
for Moses, and one for Elijah.ò  But, unfortunate for Peter, Jesus doesnôt let that happen.  They  
cannot stay on the mountaintop forever.  They have to go back down the mountain and back to their 
ordinary lives. 
 

  As much as we love to have those ñpeakò moments in our faith where we can feel Godôs  
closeness and fully understand our own journey, eventually we have to come back to the reality of 
our everyday lives.  Hopefully, our transformation will make us ready to fulfill Godôs plan for us. 
 

  This year our Hands of Christ recipients remind me very much of the story of Peter at the 
Transfiguration of Jesus.  Our fourteen recipients of this award have had these high moments, Iôm 
sure, whether through attending NCYC or Diocesan events, youth masses, praying alone or together 
as a group, or seeing Jesus in those they minister to. They know they have to ñcome down the 
mountainò and back to the reality of school, their social lives, and looking for colleges.  I am sure that 
the experiences they have had at Blessed Trinity and St. Patrick have given them the confidence 
they need to follow whatever their future plans might be.  And that they will be well-formed in their 
faith and ready to keep up their Catholic identity no matter where their future lies. 
 

  If you look around our churches you will see fourteen high school seniors actively  
participating at Liturgy and in their communities.  James Mead, Laura Dragon, Sarah Clark, 
Corinne Grenier, Abby Wunder, Anne Krasniak, Julia Grant, Alex Delaney, John Martinez , and 
Katie Murphy  have participated in Living Stations of the Cross for many years.  Sarah, Corinne, 
James, and Alex are also active in our parishesô music ministry.  John Martinez is a Sacristan at  
St. Margaret Mary and is also a catechist there. Anne, Julia, Katie, James, Olivia Ropp , and  
Andrew Durand  are also catechists in our faith formation program. Abby, Sarah, Andrew, and  
Corrine are lectors at St. Margaret Mary, reading regularly at Mass. James, Laura Dragon, Anne, 
Olivia, Catherine Kraus , Andrew, Sarah, and Abby have all been altar servers while some of them 
are still serving in that ministry. Laura Ajaeb  and others help at parish dinners, adopt-a-family  
programs, raising money for Catholic Relief and food pantries, not to mention serving in their  
communities and schools.

 in Watkins Glen.  We want to recognize them at each of their  

respective churches so that you, too, will be able to celebrate these outstanding youth who are so 
visible in our parish.

Be Counted in the 2010 Census  

 Itôs that time again ï the United States Census Bureau 
will be counting the nationôs population on 
April 1st of this year for the 2010 Census.   
 Why is this important to us in Tioga 
County?  The population data collected  
during the decennial census is the basis 
for all federal and state aid funding Tioga 
County agencies receive.  This is  
especially important to non-profit agencies that service  
clients with limited income such as Tioga Opportunities, 
Inc., Catholic Charities of Tompkins and Tioga Counties 
and Tioga County Department of Social Services.   
Additionally, by mandate of the U. S. Constitution, the  
decennial census is the basis for reapportionment of our 
federal representatives districts.  This also applies to state 
and county representatives.  Tioga Countyôs population has 
been steadily declining over the past 3 decades and is in 
jeopardy of falling under 50,000.  This could mean loss of 
political representation at all levels of government.
