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May we Know the Reconciling Peace of Christ  
 
  During the season of Lent, we are challenged to remember that the Christian life is an ongoing 
journey of conversion of heart.  The Sacrament of Reconciliation can assist us greatly in our journey.  
I encourage you and your families to celebrate this sacrament in preparation for Easter and to make 
it a regular practice throughout the year to seek the healing graces of this sacrament.   
 
  Communal celebrations of the Sacrament of Reconciliation will be offered in our parishes  
beginning next Sunday at St. James, Waverly.  A full schedule of the Communal Celebration times is 
listed in this bulletin.   The Sacrament of Reconciliation calls us to reflect on the love and mercy God 
offers us, and the healing and forgiveness we receive when we are contrite of heart.  
  
  We are only two weeks from Palm Sunday and the beginning of Holy Week.  The times of the 
Holy Week services are listed in this bulletin.   I encourage you and your families to attend the Holy 
Week services as we celebrate the death and resurrection of our Lord.  This year we are once again 
grateful that Father Bernie Creighton, OFM, we be helping us on Easter.  With Father Bernieôs help 
we were able to schedule extra Masses for Easter Sunday.  But even with Father Bernieôs help we 
still will be having less Easter Masses since we have one less priest on staff.  Please note the 
changes in the weekend Mass schedule for Easter weekend .  This year the Easter Vigil will be 
held at St. Margaret Mary, Apalachin, and the Easter Sunday Mass at St. Margaret Mary will be at 
9:00 a.m.  There will be no 10:45 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Masses at St. Margaret Mary on Easter 
Sunday .  On Easter Sunday there will be Masses at St. James, Waverly, and St. Patrick, Owego at 
9:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m., and a Mass at St. John the Evangelist, Newark Valley, at 11:15 a.m.  
 
  This week we will celebrate two Feast Days.   March 17 is the Feast of St. Patrick, the patron 
saint of our Owego church and school.  We will have a 9:00 a.m. Mass in St. Patrick Church to  
celebrate the day.  The Feast of St. Joseph, the patron saint of the Universal church, is March 19.  It 
was seven years ago on this Feast Day that our country went to war with Iraq.  In that time the lives 
of many soldiers and civilian have been lost and conflict and division still plagues the daily lives of 
the people living in Iraq and Afghanistan.   As we journey through the remaining days of Lent I  
encourage you to try to spend an hour in prayer for peace. You might consider praying before the 
Blessed Sacrament or praying a family rosary for peace at home, asking Mary, Our Lady Queen of 
Peace, to intercede for peace in our lives and in our world.  You might offer daily prayers, fasting and 
sacrifices for peace as we head towards the celebration of Easter. As Christians we are called to be 
ambassadors of peace and allow the peace of Christ to reign in our hearts. To do so we must  
continually hear the gospel call to conversion of heart. As we reflect on the Sunday scripture  
readings for Lent may we look into our hearts to see if there are areas of anger, resentment, malice, 
or jealousy, that rob us of peace in our lives. May we pray for each other during this holy season that 
we are delivered from such vices and spirits and pray that the Holy Spirit will transform our hearts 
and fill us anew with Godôs love. 
 
  During these remaining days of Lent may we also pray for all of our men and women in the 
military service and for all those who are in harms way throughout the world. Please also pray for 
President Obama and all leaders of nations throughout the world that they have the grace to clearly 
discern and carry out Godôs will for the common good of all Godôs children.

 Itôs that time again ï the United States  
Census Bureau will be counting the nationôs 
population on April 1st of this year for the 2010 
Census.   
 Why is this important to us in Tioga County?  The  
population data collected during the decennial census is the 
basis for all federal and state aid funding Tioga County  
agencies receive.  This is especially important to non-profit 
agencies that service clients with limited income such as  
Tioga Opportunities, Inc., Catholic Charities of Tompkins and 
Tioga Counties and Tioga County Department of Social  
Services.  Additionally, by mandate of the U. S. Constitution, 
the decennial census is the basis for reapportionment of our 
federal representatives districts.  This also applies to state 
and county representatives.  Tioga Countyôs population has 
been steadily declining over the past 3 decades and is in 
jeopardy of falling under 50,000.  This could mean loss of 
political representation at all levels of government.  The  
Census Bureau plans to mail out the forms by March 19th.
