This is because I am 
very much aware of the fact that almost all parishioners have been following my academic progress 
with keen and prayerful interest since I began my Masterôs program in Education at Le Moyne  
College in Syracuse.  
 The good news is that I am done with my studies. I completed the program at the end of the fall 
semester (December) last year, 2009.  Almost a week after submitting my masterôs project work, the 
accident occurred on 12/13/09.  Instead of this good news, I had to shelve it for the unpleasant news 
about my accident. I am happy to say ñit is finishedò borrowing Jesusô words. In fact, on May 16

th
, 

2010, I will join other graduates for the Le Moyneôs 2010 commencement program and I am looking 
forward to it with excitement. Once again, let me say thank you to all, especially those who directly 
played various roles to enable me to accomplish this dream of mine and of my bishop in exactly two 
years (Spring 08 to Fall 09).  Medaase!  Tante Grazie!  Muchas gracias!  Danke schon!  Merci  
beaucoup! 
 What next, will I be staying or leaving?  I believe I have made myself quite clear on various  
occasions, in conversations and through our parish weekly bulletin that I shall go back to Ghana 
when my assignment ends. My four year assignment ends in June 2011 and I will be replaced latest 
by the end of August, and then leave for good.  I have no intention to request for and therefore stay 
beyond what my two bishops (Matthew Clark and Gabriel Anokye) have agreed to.  My return to 
Ghana will enable other priests in my diocese and/or other dioceses particularly in Africa to also 
benefit from this enriching exposure.  I donôt want to block the chances of other priests of their own 
opportunities and experiences.  Importantly, I pursued the masterôs program in education with the 
hope that I may qualify to apply for and be appointed principal of one of our either state or Catholic 
schools when I return home.  It is right and proper that I donôt disappoint myself, my bishop, the 
Church in Obuasi, and my own people. I have to as a matter of principle, go back with the rich and 
many excellent experiences I have acquired to help my diocese and my country. 
 It will be my greatest joy to come back after some time to visit you, my new family of kind,  
generous, and nice people.  It will also be my utmost pleasure and delight to welcome and play host 
to or assist any of our parishioners who desires to visit Ghana, the icon of peace, political stability, 
and democracy in Africa, and experience the rich culture and hospitality of the Ashantis, in  
pre-colonial era a great empire.   
 Meanwhile, it is exceedingly a great joy that I continue to serve you pastorally as best as I can, 
sharing in your lives, joys and sorrows and building our faith together. I am also proud to be, as far 
as the parish history goes, the longest serving African priest, so far, in the Catholic Church here in 
Tioga County.   
 Meanwhile, I am available day or night, snow or no snow, whenever and wherever my pastoral
