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Pastoral Council Nominations  

 This year our Pastoral Council ratified a new Covenant defining its purpose and procedures.  Like the old Covenant it 
calls for a nomination and selection process for people to serve as Pastoral Council Representatives.  Over the next few 
weeks we will be asking for nominations.  Those who are nominated will then be asked to meet with the present Council to 
learn its purpose and procedures, and its identification of certain gifts or talents needed at this time. Those interested in 
serving will be asked to reflect and pray about their desire to participate prior to the placing of their names in the "Spirit 
Bowl" for selection. This year on Pentecost Sunday, May 23rd, guided by the Holy Spirit, the Presider will then draw names 
from the ñSpirit Bowlò to fill the positions.   
 Ordinarily there will be 3 members selected in this fashion every year.  This year as we begin the new Covenant we will 
be selecting 4 new members.  Annually the Pastor will also appoint one to two additional members to ensure diversity and 
to bring the total number of three-year members to twelve. This year I will be appointing 2 representatives to (2 year terms) 
and 2 youth members with input from the Youth Ministers. 
 Below is information about the purpose and responsibilities of the Pastoral Council and the qualifications for serving as 
a council member.  Please prayerfully consider who you think should be nominated and nominate yourself or some one in 

the parish.     God bless you, Father Bill  

 
Purpose and Responsibilities  
The Pastoral Council is established under this Covenant as a consultative body to the Pastor, and it should form  
community as a sign and witness of unity for the larger parish community.   It shall facilitate and promote frequent and  
thorough communication, understanding and collaboration among the parish organizations and the worship sites, as well 
as between the parish, the Diocese and the universal Church.  The Pastoral Council shall also establish the processes and 
procedures necessary to disseminate information, to gather needs assessments, to publicize activities, and to facilitate 
solutions among the worship sites by providing recommendations for parish priorities, directions and policies through 
pastoral planning. 
 

Membership and Membership Term 
The Pastoral Council shall be composed of fourteen members.  Twelve of these will be adult members and serve  
three-year terms.  There shall be at least two members from each parish. The Pastor will also appoint two youth members 
with input from the Youth Ministers.  The Youth members shall serve a one-year renewable term.  The Parochial Vicar and 
the Pastoral Associates will be ex-officio members.  
  

Council members must be registered in the parish, participate in the sacramental life of the Church, and be actively 
involved in the ongoing activities of the faith community. 
 

Council members need to be open to hearing the needs and concerns of the entire faith community, listening to the   
   input from parishioners and working in collaboration with other members of the Council and Pastoral Staff. 
 

Council members have to understand and believe in the Mission and Vision Statements (posted at each worship site) 
and are committed to their implementation by devoting their time, energy, and talents toward building a community of 
faith, worship, service, and love.
