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 On May 12, Father Anthony Gittins, a priest  
of the Congregation of the Holy Spirit, was the 
keynote speaker at the sixth-annual Gathering  
of the Ministerium of the Diocese of Rochester.  
He spoke about mission, evangelization, and  
discipleship.  He emphasized mission in terms  
of Godôs mission of calling, and drawing all  
people into relationship, into oneness with God.  
Father Gittins described evangelization as God's 
mission brought down to earth in the form of  
Jesus, with Jesus spending his entire ministry  
on earth advancing the Father's mission by doing 
the will of His Father.  As Jesus advanced the  
Fatherôs mission so we as church are called to 
serve as instruments by which Godôs mission is 
carried out. 
 As we select new Pastoral Council members 
from our ñSpirit Bowlò on this Feast of Pentecost, 
I thought it would be good to once again share 
with you our parish Mission and Vision  
statements to help us reflect on how we as  
parishes are called to be Godôs instruments of 
evangelizing our neighborhoods, our parish, our 
country and ultimately our world.   
 This Feast of Pentecost reminds us that Jesus 
has kept His promise; He has sent to us the Holy 
Spirit to teach us and empower us to love one 
another as He has loved us.  Let us always  
remember to draw our strength from the Holy 
Spirit to do the will of the Father as Jesus did.
