  This weekend we celebrate Memorial Day. Memorial Day, originally called Decoration Day,

as to its actual beginnings with dozens of cities and towns laying claim to being the birthplace of  
Memorial Day. However, Waterloo, New York was officially declared the birthplace of Memorial 
Day by President Lyndon Johnson in May 1966. The first Memorial Day was officially proclaimed on 
5 May 1868 by General John Logan, national commander of the Grand Army of the Republic, in his 
General Order No. 11, and was first observed on 30 May 1868, when flowers were placed on the 
graves of Union and Confederate soldiers at Arlington National Cemetery. The first state to officially 
recognize the holiday was New York in 1873. 
  Now that we have the history the question is how will we observe the day? There will be  
a 10:00 a.m. Mass to celebrate Memorial Day at the cemeteries of St. James and St. Patrick on  
Monday.  Prayer is how I will remember the Marines I served with in Viet Nam that gave the  
ultimate sacrifice, their lives. The United States has evolved in size and political vision into what we 
have today. I believe that political vision is changing and growing. We have found over the years 
that freedom is not free. It has cost the time, energy and sometimes even the lives of our young 
men and women serving in the military. I believe it is the duty of those who enjoy our freedom to 
take some time to remember those who gave their lives.
