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  This weekend we celebrate the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ.  There are many Church 

documents on the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist but in the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church [1375] it states:   It is by the conversion of the bread and wine into Christõs body and blood 
that Christ becomes present in this sacrament (Communion) .  I found that wondrous and comforting 

as a child.  As an adult it is why I returned to the Catholic Church after many years away, and òthat 
Christ becomes present in this sacrament,ó is why I remain a Catholic.  
 

  I was thrilled when I became a Eucharistic Minister in the late 1990s because laity could not 

do so when I was growing up.  My first Sunday I walked to up to the altar and excitedly stood with 

other Eucharistic Ministers.  Surreal as it may sound, I witnessed a white gold light rise slowly from 

the raised chalice and encircle all on the altar.   Time stood and I felt the most profound Love I 

have ever experienced.  Even today the memory brings joy.  
 

  The Gospel this weekend particularly reminds me of my experience and with it, the truth that 

Jesus is present in the Eucharist.  Jesusõ presence in the Eucharist continues to nourish and  

empower us today.  We, too, are called to act on Jesusõ command to ògive them food yourselvesó even 

though we, too, may doubt our ability, or have just leftovers to offer.    In reflecting on the Gospel, 

some thoughts surfaced.  If we, as Catholics, believe that Christ is present in the Eucharist, why 

arenõt we more excited to come to Mass?  Do we, as Catholics, come to Mass from obligation, or 

from Love?  We are Baptized, Confirmed and receive Eucharist ð do we really believe in the strength 

of these sacraments for us to go forth and spread the Good News?  
 

  Actions speak louder than words.   How do we present ourselves to receive the Body of Christ 

and the Blood of Christ at Mass?  Do we come forward with reverence, bow of the head, receiving 

the Body of Christ in open palm, or do we shuffle up, use a claw approach --  a two-finger -grab to 

receive the Body of Christ?  If we receive on the tongue, are we appropriately ready to do so?  Do 

we give a resounding òAmen!!ó or offer an inaudible response, or mumble òThanksó?   Do we move on 

to the cup of Precious Blood and proceed to dip Jesus, like a potato chip, in the cup?  If you are 

trained to be a Eucharistic Minister do you refuse to serve when asked?  If you are offering the 

Body or Blood of Christ to someone, how do you do so, do you fling the Body of Christ, rushing, not 

looking at the person, or offering the Precious Blood like a beer at a picnic?  Finally, if we are  

believers and attend Mass on a regular basis, why is there such a dire need for ushers/greeters, 

sacristans, Eucharistic Ministers, altar servers and musicians at all of our sites?  Please do step  

forward to become part of the liturgical ministry of Blessed Trinity/St. Patrick parishes.   Call the 

Central Office, one -on-one training is available.  
 

  We often may take the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ waaaaayyyy toooo much for 

granted.   If we are believers, followers of Jesus, then let our actions at Mass and in the world  

reflect that Love.    Amen!!
