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  I came to Tioga County on July 11, seventeen years ago to begin my first pastorate as pastor of St. John the  
Evangelist, Newark Valley, and St. Francis of Assisi, Catatonk.  That seems like a long time ago in many ways but like 
yesterday as well!   When I look at the children I see most clearly how quickly time passes.  I have now seen children I 
baptized receive Confirmation and First Eucharist. Those to whom I gave First Communion have now been graduated from 
High School.  The teenagers I met when I first came here Iôve seen complete college and graduate school, get married and 
start families of their own.  Seeing how quickly children grow magnifies the speed of time.  I am sure many parents  
experienced that this weekend as they attended their childrenôs graduations.  When parents reflect at graduations, and 
weddings and other special events in their childrenôs lives it calls to mind just how fast time flies by, and also how much 
development and change takes place in their children during their growing years. 
  The movement of time, and growth and change are such as integral parts of our human existence and our lives 
lived together as a community of faith.   We are constantly in motion, journeying through time, growing and changing, as 
we journey towards the One who has made us, the One who has called us by name to a newness of life with God. 
  I must honestly say that when I moved to Tioga County I never dreamed I would see so many changes take place 
in my life and the lives of our parishes.  My seventeen years in the county have seen me go from being pastor of two 
churches in 1993, to pastor of three churches in 1998, to pastor of six churches with the beginning of Blessed Trinity parish 
in 2003, and then having to close two churches this past year. But, I firmly believe that the God who has made us and who 
has called us by name, continues to draws us into a oneness of life with our God, through the presence of Jesus and the 
gifts of the Holy Spirit.  As our church communities continue to work together and grow together in faith may we ever keep 
in mind the fact that time and change are not our enemies.  Time and change are an integral part of our daily journey with 
God and towards God.  They are instruments that God uses to draw us into the eternal life and oneness of the Blessed 
Trinity. 
  Speaking of change, I previously announced that Ann Argetsinger is retiring from her Pastoral Associate position.   
I am happy to announce that Maureen OôNeill will be joining our staff as a Pastoral Associate.  Maureen is completing a 
term as Pastoral Administrator of St. Gabriel Parish in Hammondsport.  Maureen also has served in our diocese as a  
Pastoral Associate at Holy Cross Parish in Rochester.  Among Maureenôs duties as Pastoral Associate she will have site 
responsibilities at St. Margaret Mary Church and will be working with the Adult Faith Formation Committee and will be  
coordinating the RCIA process in our parishes.  Please give Maureen a warm welcome as she joins our staff. 
  With the end of Spring and the beginning of Summer many people will be going on vacations and taking advantage 
of the Summer months to re-energize.  The following is a rendition of the 23rd Psalm that challenges us to slow down and 
enjoy the moment.  I share it with you for your reflection.  May your summer truly be a joyful time for you.  May you be  
refreshed and energized in this season.
