Ordinary given to the Blessed Virgin Mary, in her role as patroness of the Carmelite Order.

. The Order of the Brothers of Our Lady of Mount Carmel or Carmelites is a Catholic
T|me Institute of Consecrated Life founded in the 12th century on Mount Carmel, hence its name.
However, historical records about its origin remain uncertain.

The first Carmelites were Christian hermits living on Mount Carmel in the Holy Land during the
late 12th and early to mid 13th centuries. They are believed to have been Europeans who came to
the Holy Land as pilgrims or crusaders.

The spiritual focus, of the Carmelite Order is contemplative prayer (Lectio Divina; Liturgy of
the Hours, etc .). The Order is considered by the Church to be under the special protection of the
Blessed Virgin Mary and thus has a strong Marian devotion. As in most of the Orders dating to
medieval times, the First Order is the friars who are contemplative, the Second Order is the nuns
who are cloistered, and the Third Order consists of laypeople who continue to live in the world, and
can be married, but participate in the order by liturgical prayers, ministries, and contemplative prayer,
and wear the Brown Scapular.
