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Visiting Missionary Collection  
 Each year we hold a Mission Appeal in all of the parishes of our diocese to support missionary 
efforts around the world. The office of The Society for the Propagation of the Faith coordinates this 
appeal.  Next weekend, two priests from the Diocese of Nakuru in Kenya will be speaking at all our 
masses about the missionary efforts in their country.   
 

 Father Cleophas Tuka and Father Paul Mwangii will be our visiting missionaries this year. Below 
is some background information about this yearôs Mission Appeal from Father Tuka.  
  

 As famine unfolds in most parts of the country of Kenya, there are about 8 million people 
who urgently need food relief.  Drought has left many households without hope of food.  The 
Catholic Diocese of Nakuru, with your help, hopes to continue providing food and water to 
the vulnerable groups ï people infected with HIV/AIDS, single headed households, child 
headed households, and elders without support, along with those whose crops and  
livelihoods were destroyed by the severe drought that hit the region in 2009.  
 

 Please help us to provide relief to the 600,000 hungry persons (75,000 families) living in 
the Diocese of Nakuru, Kenya.  Here is a moving story from a woman in the affected area  
explaining how the food crisis is affecting her rural village:  ñWe have nothing to eat.  The 
price of food has risen and will continue to rise.  Our children are starving because we have 
no food, look at them, they are very skinny.ò 
 

 With your support, we want to provide immediate food aid to those in dire need.  We want 
to reach and treat children suffering from acute malnutrition and provide them with immediate 
care.  We want to provide urgently needed seeds to families in time for the planting season to 
ensure that they have a food supply for the next harvest.  
 

 The support we receive from you will help us to bring the gospel message of love and 
hope to the people of Nakuru, Kenya.  Alone we canôt, but with your help we can save a  
starving child.  More importantly, the people of Kenya would benefit from the generosity of 
your prayers.

Changing How We Pray - A guide to the 

New Translation of the Roman Missal
