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  As Catholics we all want to be with God in heaven. Most of us, given the choice to be with God 
in heaven at this moment would probably say, ñNot now Godò. Although most of us want to be with 
God someday, today is not the day we would choose to die. Just talking about death is something 
most of us want to put off. My father is 87 years old. I have watched him and others in the aging 
process. They lose more of their independence every day. They can no longer do what they once 
did, go where or when they want or even always eat what they want. Many in their 80ôs or 90ôs lose 
their driverôs license which is a major loss of freedom and eventually end up in assisted living. I told 
my wife I did not want that for me. I said, ñI want to die quick and soonò.  
 
  Last November I had my annual physical. When the blood work came back the doctor called 
me in for more tests. Then he sent me to a specialist. There were more tests then a biopsy. In  
January I was again called into the doctorôs office. He told me I had cancer. I must admit even with 
all the tests this was a bit of a shock. When the doctor explained the many options and the risks of 
each, it was a bit overwhelming. I started by choosing ñwatchful waitingò. Then I started my research 
on each option. With many factors like age, weight and body size, what worked or did not work for 
one person may or may not work for me. After weeks of prayer, reading, talking with friends and  
parishioners, I decided on a ñlaparoscopic radical prostatectomyò.  In June I had my prostate  
removed. The intent of this operation was to remove the cancer from my body before it had a chance 
to spread and potentially reduce my quality of life and life span. So much for my ñI want to die quick 
and soonò when faced with real decisions.  
 
  One thing that has become clear to me is that we really do not know the appointed time when 
we will die. The other point that became clear was faith. Although I felt completely fine, I had faith 
what the doctors were telling me was true. I also had faith that no matter what happened it would be 
Godôs will and I would accept it. Todayôs readings and gospel talk about faith and being prepared for 
death. In the reading from Hebrews it says, ñFaith is the realization of what is hoped for and evidence 
of things not seenòé ñBy faith Abraham obeyedòé ñBy faith he sojournedòé ñBy faith he received 
poweròé ñBy faith Abraham, when put to the test, offered up Isaacòé  
 
  Todayôs gospel began with gentle, caring words addressed to Jesusô disciples, his ñlittle flockò. 
Jesus is speaking to friends whom he does not want to see caught unaware. Jesus tells us not to be 
afraid and he calls for preparedness; bracing not necessarily against big storms that rattle buildings 
but winds that can chill our hearts. Like Abraham, we as Jesusô disciples must walk by faith, travel 
lightly, and know our only true security lies in God. We cannot put our faith in money. We can lose 
our money and we certainly cannot take it with us. Jesus said in todayôs gospel ñFor where your 
treasure is, there also will your heart be.ò We must all work on the true security that is faith and trust 
in God. I thank all those who joined their prayers with mine in praying for my health, recovery and 
accepting Godôs will each day. I believe I am now cancer free and I feel fine. I do not know the  
appointed time when I will die and I want to say, not now God but I want to also add, Lord your will 
be done. What I do know is this: prayer works.
