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  I was blessed this summer to be able to participate in three very different experiences.  First 
was nine days in Ireland with my husband.  Ed and I celebrated our 25th wedding anniversary in  
December 2009 and decided this trip would be our gift to each other.  It was a great holiday, we had 
wonderful weather and we got to visit so many wonderful places.  From Dublin where we both loved 
wandering through the city, to touring old castles and ruins (including Blarney Castle and yes we 
both kissed the stone), to peat fields and sheep farms, to the Cliffs of Moher, the trip could not have 
been more fun.  Tea and scones in the afternoon and a pint before dinner are traditions worth  
continuing!   We had a wonderful time and I hope that we donôt wait 25 years to do it again! 
 
  My second experience a few weeks later was attending a Cursillo.  As a member of the parish 
pastoral staff, we are allowed a week of retreat time that I usually take in one day experiences 
throughout the year, but as I was invited to attend this Cursillo, I responded.  Not having any idea 
what was intended for the weekend, I went with an open mind and an open heart.  There were many 
different prayer experiences from the Eucharist, the rosary, evening and morning prayer, meditation 
and reconciliation.    Beyond the prayer, were ñrollosò (not pronounced like the candy but like roy-o) 
which were spiritual and lay talks that provided us with a living witness to how they have lived the 
Gospel truth.  Emotion and energy are built up in those three full days!  Just like with our many youth 
retreats, it is often a let down when we return home.  But, Cursillo offers a method to persevere in 
your zeal to live the Christian life.  Through regular small group reunion, we can urge each other on 
in piety, study and action.  If you no longer participate in the small group reunion and would like to 
find a group again, let me know.  Perhaps it is time to try Ultreya again locally?  Let me know your 
thoughts.  De colores! 
 
  My third experience this summer, was a week long Stephen Leader Training in Pittsburgh.  I 
was asked by our parishôs Stephen Leader Team if I would join them as a member of the Team when 
Ann Argetsinger stepped down.  Being the ñjoinerò that I am, I said sure and off to training I went.  
What a week!  This was church boot camp (but with very good food)!  The days and evenings were 
filled ï but this was an ecumenical group of pastors, church staff and lay leaders that were  
determined to implement or continue or enhance the Stephen Ministry in their church. 
 
  Caring for people in need or crisis is the heart of Stephen Ministry.  Loving our neighbor!  At 
some point in our lives, nearly everyone faces a period of crisis, transition or difficulty.  Would it not 
have been easier if there were someone that cared to faithfully listen, empathize, pray with us and for 
us and to encourage us with Christôs love?  That is being the Body of Christ.  That is a Stephen  
Minister.  So look for more news about Stephen Ministry in the upcoming weeks and months.  If you 
know someone, that could use a Stephen Minister let us know.  If you have been asked if you would 
like a Stephen Minister, please consider it.
