We the undersigned urge Governor Cuomo and members of the New York State Senate and Assembly tc
improve access to mental health care for children and adolescents in New York State, and maintain resource
for family support and the early identification and treatment of emotional disorders.

We are especially concerned that changes in law or regulation that result from federal or state health care
reform protect services for this vulnerable population. In addition, we call on the Governor and members of
the Legislature to:

1. Increase the number of child and adolescent psychiatrists in New York by increasing training
opportunities for fellows and or offering improved incentives to negtgduated child psychiatrists to
practice in underserved areas of the state; and

2. Enact the Nurse Practitioner Modernization Act (A.5308/S.3289) allowing nurse practitioners with
specialized training in psychiatry to provide care without requiring an agreement with a collaborating
physician.
